director’s note

SUE ME, I’M A SONG WRITER

When David Ellenstein first asked me about staging Frank Loesser’s The Most 
Happy Fella, I was fascinated by the idea. Although this show — sometimes 
referred to as “...everyone’s favorite musical they’ve never seen...”— is usually 
found in large theatres or opera houses, I was convinced that this was, in fact, 
a sweet — intimate — love story that would feel very much “at home” at NCRT.

The Frank Loesser estate agreed, and NCRT received a license to stage the show. 
Then, a few weeks later, I opened my e-mail to find a gift from the Loessers: 
a copy of a script entitled Project Three. It was Frank Loesser’s hand-typed first 
draft of what would eventually become The Most Happy Fella; a new work for 
which he was composing the music, lyrics and, for the first time, also writing the 
book. Fascinating indeed!

This script had the original versions of the script, lyrics and music that, after 
three years of work, Mr. Loesser had finally committed to the page, and also his 
private thoughts about the characters and their feelings, the various turns in the 
plot, his many thoughts about the scenic locations and lighting effects and how 
to achieve them — or not — and his many (many) directorial and choreographic 
ideas; all noted in a running commentary on the right side of the page. It was as if 
he was “composing” the play and sharing the process with me as he went along. 
It was indeed the book writer having his say! And I was so appreciative to have it 
all to bring into our production.

With Project Three, Frank Loesser, the composer and lyricist of Guys and Dolls and 
Where’s Charley, was now the composer, lyricist and book writer of what would 
eventually become his third Tony-Award winning Broadway hit. (His fourth, the 
Pulitzer Prize winning How To Succeed In Business would follow.) 

In addition, hidden within Mr. Loesser’s “private” feelings and visions for the 
show I found one very telling entry: At the end of a somewhat complicated 
explanation of how he suggested a particular scene might look and how the 
scenic elements should be/could be engineered — or not — comes this: “Sue me. 
I’m a song writer.”

Indeed, in the midst of pages and pages of rapturous songs and dialogue comes 
this reveal of a humble, honest, hard-working sweet human; just a “song writer” 
doing his best. And I truly believe that THIS is the Frank Loesser who composed 
and created the loving, sometimes humorous but always fascinatingly honest 
human characters, melodies and words that pervade his shows and delight his 
audiences. For me, the work of a master for sure. But to him, just a “song writer” 
doing his job. Sue me. I think he’s wrong.

AND I do believe you will think the same before the end of the show!

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Profiles

FRANK�LOESSER�(Music, Lyrics and Libretto) One of America’s great 
composer/lyricists, Frank Loesser began his songwriting career during 
the Depression as a lyricist, contributing songs to Broadway revues and 
nightclub acts. His work with composer Irving Actman in the 1936 revue 
The Illustrator’s Show led to a songwriting contract in Hollywood, where 
he spent the next eleven years working with such composers as Burton 
Lane, Jule Styne, Arthur Schwartz and Hoagy Carmichael. Some of his 
film songs from that period include “Two Sleepy People,” “Jingle Jangle 

Jingle” and “I Don’t Want To Walk Without You.” The first song for which Loesser wrote 
both words and music was “Praise The Lord and Pass the Ammunition,” written during 
his World War II service. His Hollywood work after the war included the hit songs “Spring 
Will Be A Little Late This Year,” “A Slow Boat To China,” and the 1949 Oscar-winning 
song “Baby, It’s Cold Outside.” In 1948 Loesser was approached by fledgling Broadway 
producers Cy Feuer and Ernest Martin to write music and lyrics to George Abbott’s libretto 
for an adaptation of the classic Brandon Thomas play Charley’s Aunt. The new musical, 
which starred Ray Bolger, was called Where’s Charley? and was a hit. This led to Loesser’s 
next show, the hugely influential and successful Guys And Dolls in 1950, also produced 
by Feuer and Martin, with a script by Abe Burrows and Jo Swerling. In 1956 Loesser 
wrote the libretto, music and lyrics for his next show, The Most Happy Fella, adapted 
from Sidney Howard’s play, They Knew What They Wanted. This impressive score contains 
over 30 musical numbers and makes extensive use of operatic techniques and forms, 
including recitative, arias, duets, trios and choral numbers. In 1960 he provided the score 
and was co-librettist for Greenwillow. In 1961, Loesser wrote the score for the Pulitzer 
Prize-winning How To Succeed In Business Without Really Trying. His last show, Pleasures 
And Palaces, closed in 1965 during out-of-town try-outs. For more information on Frank
